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Purpose

The Visiting Researcher and Visiting Artist Grant Program is intended to give non-University of Washington researchers and artists access to Burke Museum resources for research on Northwest Coast art.  Proposals from researchers whose projects would benefit from the study of the Burke Museum’s Ethnology collection, including paper and photographic archives, are encouraged. Projects need not be focused solely on Burke collections, as long as they are within the field of Northwest Coast art. Applicants are encouraged to review the Burke’s Ethnology collections on-line before applying and indicate in their applications what they plan to study. Structure

Visiting Researcher and Visiting Artist Grants will be awarded for a period of up to 5 days between July 2012 and June 2013.  If agreeable with the visiting researcher or artist, opportunities will be provided for them to discuss their research and/or demonstrate their artwork and/or share the knowledge gained during the research period with University of Washington students, Burke Museum members, and the general public.

The Bill Holm Center will provide a research award to cover the cost of food and lodging during the period of the grant, and reimbursement for round-trip transportation to Seattle if needed.  If artists or researchers present their work in a public or University forum, an honorarium will be paid.
Review Process

Applications must be received by April 20, 2012.  Please email (or mail) the application with your research proposal, resume and letters of support to Bill Holm Center, Burke Museum, Box 353010, University of Washington, Seattle, WA  98195-3010 (email to:  bholmctr@uw.edu).  They will be reviewed by the Bill Holm Center Advisory Board and awards will be announced by June 15, 2011.

· Describe how the research will benefit your artistic career or advance your academic endeavors.

· Describe what you plan to accomplish during the Fellowship period.

· Identify the length of your proposed research period (maximum 5 days) and the preferred dates.

· Describe your expertise level in museum research practice.
· Describe how you plan to document your research.
